
Mandatory Verification Process for A.L.L. Volunteers 

If you or a family member would like to volunteer this season with Alameda Little 

League as a manager, coach or umpire, there are a few important tasks to complete 

before being allowed on the field with our players. 

Little League requires all volunteers to complete a background check and Abuse 
Awareness training every year as of October 1st, even if you have completed these 

tasks during previous seasons. 

 

1) Login or Register on​

Login with the account used to register​
your player.

Please make sure to enter all of your​
contact information.

3) Volunteer Application, Screening & Government Issued ID 

During the volunteer registration, you must submit your volunteer application by 
completing the screening questions, accepting the Little League policies, and 
uploading a copy of your government issued ID in order to be considered for a 

volunteer position.​

4) Online Background Check 

As part of your consideration for volunteering with Alameda Little League, you will 

need to fill out the Volunteer Application online background check by JD Palatine, 

which takes approximately 10-15 minutes to complete. After registering for 

volunteer opportunities, you will receive an email from Little League / JDP with a 
link to complete this mandatory background check.​

Once you complete the online background check process, the league will be notified 

and you will receive an email with your status as a volunteer. 

 



4) Abuse Awareness Course 

Little League International requires all volunteers to complete Abuse Awareness 
training each year.  The course is available as part of the training and education 

courses at LittleLeague.org/Training, here are the steps to complete:​
 

1.​ Login to the Little League Training Portal at 

https://littleleague.smarteru.com/remote-login/login.cfm (if you do not have 

an account, you may register: 

https://www.littleleague.org/university/articles/create-a-little-league-training

-account/ with “Alameda LL” as your associated league) 

2.​ Once logged in, click on the “Courses” menu on the left side of the screen, 

then click on the “Abuse Awareness Training” course. 

3.​ Click the “Enroll” button to enroll as a Coach or Volunteer, then click the 
“Start” button to take the online course. 

4.​ Once completed, download the training certificate PDF from the Courses 

section of the Training Portal. You will also be emailed a PDF copy of your 

certificate. 

5.​ Upload your PDF certificate for each volunteer role under the “Volunteer” 

section of your A.L.L. account profile on alamedalittleleague.org. 

​

Once you have completed all of the steps above, your volunteer application will be 

reviewed by the league, then you will be notified with the status of your application.
